Please consider for publication in Pharmacy Practice this original research report entitled “Pharmacy Students’ Perspective on a Dual Degree PharmD/MPH Program at a Large Metropolitan School of Pharmacy”.
Increased emphasis on public health participation among pharmacists by national accrediting bodies and organizations has encouraged the provision of public health training.  Recently, Gortney and colleagues showed that 21% of the 110 schools of pharmacy who responded to a survey offered a dual degree PharmD/MPH program (Am J Pharm Educ. 2013;77(6): Article 116).  However, there are limited published data on students’ perception regarding public health and dual degree programs.  At Temple University School of Pharmacy, we wanted to determine students’ attitudes towards public health activities and pursuit of formal training before implementation of such a program.  
Findings from this study show that PharmD students are interested in having a greater role in public health activities and would consider enrollment in a dual degree PharmD/MPH program.  We believe that our results are suited for publication in Pharmacy Practice because they are novel and relevant to pharmacy educators.
